* A businessman, collector and philanthropist

» co-founded a multinational pharmaceutical
company

» Trust's creation in 1936 upon Henry’s death

» The entire share capital of the Wellcome
Foundation Ltd to be held in trust by five
Trustees.

* Income from the capital should be used for
two broad purposes: to advance medical
research and understanding of its history.

» 1966-86 Wellcome Foundation evolved from
a pharmaceutical company with sales of £32
million to one with sales of over £500 million.

* By 1995 Wellcome Trust had sold most of its
shares in Wellcome Foundation to GSK.

» Asset base currently ~18bn
